Our conference beginning today, would conclude on October 2nd, coinciding with the 143rd birth anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi. The end day has been named as ’Non-Violence Day’. Although, our six days’ program would touch upon many topics, the key message being-‘ A Peaceful World  for All, through cultivation of Brotherhood & Humanity’.
Strong emotion sweeps over our mind, as we see the national flags of the four continents and fourteen countries unfurled this morning, in the soil of our dear village. VSSU strongly believes in respecting the culture & philosophy, contribution to global development, spiritual influence of every country, individual and organization. Precise Environmental Management is the Ultimate solution to Poverty Eradication; A case study of South Bengal, West Bengal, INDIA.
Dr.SUJIB KAR
Speaker: IBC Academic Session
All the questions in the analysis of poverty have their own answers in the nature. The poverty eradication is possible by precise environmental management.
We are leaning towards the growth and development, without thinking about the consequence. The various phases of development are directly or indirectly affecting the environmental & ecological balance. Our policies are also destroying the heritage biodiversity region of the Sundarbans.  Some examples are:
1.) Global warming was a blessing for the counties located in cool temperate belts of one world because it was decreasing the prolonged winter of that area. In the last 5 to 6 years, maximum icefalls have occurred in various parts of the cool temperate belts, as miniature ice age. Thus, causing excessive contrast of temperature in the upper and lower layers, as well as unequal Radioactive decay of minerals of the earth’s interior, increasing the mobility of the plates causing vigorous earthquakes. The global warming is also increasing the sea level by melting the various ice sheets and glaciers, in the various parts of the world. Since long, it was observed that water quality in the coastal area is degrading. Drinking water will be unavailable in these areas in the days to come.
 2.) The unrestricted growth of population has caused excessive pressure on natural resources. Developing multi storied building and various other structures have damaged the isostatic balance of the surface. Subsequently, hampering the recharge and discharge of ground water, flow of surface run-off and normal rhythm of the hydrological cycle.
3.) Soil erosion and pollution, water quality degradation easily hampers the agricultural productivity causing health hazard. The result being increased vagaries and poverty.
Lack of long-term prediction in field of physical environment
India is a land of monsoon. The departments of meteorology give a predication of 24 to 48 hours in the meteorological phenomena; this is insufficient in the field of agricultural planning. That is why crop failure is the normal occurrence thus increasing the level of poverty.
Management Plan
Observation of the evolution of Bengal Delta shows, that it has evolved in successive stages and phases. Thus, the litho logical arrangements have occurred over the Bengal Fan. All the water-bearing straits are extended horizontally over this fan, which may carry water as the ephemeral stream of water or sub-surface flow of water. Such typical rock layers are not capable of holding water, which is causing seasonal fluctuation of ground water table in various parts of South Bengal and is affecting agricultural productivity.
Since long time, various planners and authorities have tried their level best to control the flood and drought of South Bengal and they have developed various dams on river Damodar, on Ganga at Farakka and on Teesta without thinking about the regulation on the recharge of ground water. We are thinking about the water distribution policies in the national and international level without much attention to the consequences. Here, in this context, if we go through the actual geological structure of Bengal Delta then it will be observed that in the various phases of the evolution of Delta, series of faults have developed in various parts. These faults have distorted the litho logical arrangements largely. Depending on these fault lines mainly BASIN- MARGIN fault, EOCENE HINGE, MID-PLIOCENE fault and PADMA-PABNA fault etc., can easily indicate the physiographic variations in the context of the evolution.
If policy makers, in various levels, develop some under ground barricade through these fault lines up to 40 to 50 mts., deep they will be able to control the subsurface flow and ephemeral streams. These barricades can easily control the movement of surface and sub- surface flow, not only that they may also balance the seasonal fluctuation of ground water table .Afterwards, it will be observed that no dams on the natural flow are necessary. It may also balance Arsenic contamination of ground water and salinity of water in the saturated and un saturated layers of water specifically Arsenic and Salinity are hampering the daily life in various parts of South Bengal as well as causing failure in Agriculture with increasing Health hazard.
On the other hand, if we develop important roads upon these barricades then we may easily connect the various parts of India with Bangladesh, Shillong, Tripura, and Mayanmar.These roads will decrease the distance between the important towns largely.
Our city kolkata may become the main business center of northeast India and South-East Asia.
As the Ganga delta is composed of loose sand and clay so, it is clear that any type of seismic shock can easily disrupt the layers of sediments and propagate the sliding nature of the alluvium of the delta. That is why, minor Earthquakes may also have vigorous impact on this area. It is observed that there are series of faults at the delta fronts, which may cause Earth quake in the Sundarbans area at any time.
These barricades may easily save the delta from powerful Earthquake by controlling the movement of rock layers. At the same time, the whole North-East India could be saved from such seismic activity. Thus, such condition will save delta from its vulnerability and increases the sustainability of Kolkata, Dhaka, Guahati and Shillong town etc. Hence, multipurpose and multidimensional landscape planning is necessary for the sustainability of a region as well as for its balanced growth and development with eradication of poverty.

Poverty Alleviation :

Poverty reduction programs may be aimed at
economic or non-economic poverty. Some of the popular methods used are education, economic
development, and income redistribution. Poverty reduction efforts may also be aimed at removing social
and legal barriers toincome growth among the poor.

Education ForAll:

itis time not only to assess progress towards the Education for All goals but also, importantly, to remember
that the Framework is not concerned only with universal primary education and gender parity (which are
also two ofthe Millennium Development Goals). Rather, it consists of a set of six goals that, taken together,
embrace a holistic conception of educational development. Expanding and improving comprehensive
early childhood care and education, especially for the most vulnerable and disadvantaged children
Ensuring that by 2015 all children, particularly girls, children in difficult circumstances and those belonging
to ethnic minorities, have access to, and complete, free and compulsory primary education of good quality.
Ensuring that the learning needs of all young people and adults are met through equitable access to
appropriate learning and lfe-skills programmes. Achieving a 50 per cent improvement in levels of adult
literacy by 2015, especially for women, and equitable access to basic and continuing education for all
adults. Eliminating gender disparities in primary and secondary education by 2015, and achieving gender
equality in education by 2015, with a focus on ensuring girls'full and equal access to and achievement in
basic education of good quality. Improving all aspects of the quality of education and ensuring excellence
of all s that recognized and measurable learning outcomes are achieved by all, especially in literacy,
numeracy and essential lfe skills.

Although the focus on primary education was justified — as this is the principal route to achieving Education
for All— it was also limited, for it neglected those who had either not attended school, or who had done so
without becoming lterate.
